American artist Judi Harvest and Murano 
glass share a long story. Judi fell in love 
with Murano glass during her first visit 
to Venice in 1973. Attracted to Venetian 
art and architecture, she moved here 
to study in 1987 and shortly after met master glassblower Giorgio 
Giuman with whom she has worked for over thirty years. Giuman 
was able to translate the light and colour in Harvest’s art into glass. 
The Centrotavola Veneziano, created by Judi Harvest for The Gritti 
Palace and its Gritti Epicurean School, elaborates on the idea of 
Caravaggio’s fruit basket and on other similar art from the past. 
Nature becomes art in the Centrotavola Veneziano, an elaborate 
glass basket with fully-rendered glass items.
